P. T. A. MEETING

Minutes of the PTA Meetings held from 19th to 29th August 2009 class wise from Class: I to Class: XII. 
The Parent – Teacher Meetings for all the classes from Class: I to Class: XII were held class wise from 19th to 29th August 2009. The main purpose of inviting the parents of all classes individually and to have a face to face interaction was to make the PTA Meeting more transparent, and making the parents more involved in the children’s continuous learning process and at the same time to make the system of selection of Parents Representative from individual classes to the PTA Executive Body more democratic and participatory in nature. Apart from welcoming the parents to such a PTA Meeting class wise on different dates, the Principal discussed various points with the parents pertaining to the children’s education and advised them to find out some of their quality time with their wards in order to ensure that they are moving an upward trend in the changing pattern of teaching learning process. The following points were discussed and the parents were advised to stress upon them as far as practicable. Apart from this, some suggestions were also made by the parents with an appeal to the school administration to implement if possible. 
1. The Principal advised all the parents to help all their wards informing and inculcating good habits, positive attitudes and above all the skill development needed to ensure all round development among the students and to make their education value oriented.
2. He stressed upon the parents to devote some of their quality time every day with their wards to make the children feel that their parents have become a part of their learning process.

3. He appealed all the parents to cooperate in the learning activities of slow learners identified by the subject teachers in all classes by sending them regular to school, ensuring the timely correction of home-work and class-work copies and the remedial work if any because education is a triangular process between the Teacher, Student and Parents in order to achieve a desired objective.

4. He made it clear before the parents regarding the ban on private tuition by all KV Teachers and in this connection he urged all the parents to bring to his notice if any such practices are being practised by any teachers thereby harassing the students in any pretext.
5. He made the parents aware of different activities and programmes such as Math Olympiad, Science Olympiad, Green Olympiad, Cyber Olympiad, KVPY, Science Exhibition, Social Science Exhibition being organized in the school in different times and in this connection he advised the parents to motivate and encourage their wards for participating in the same in large numbers apart from their regular routine work.
6. He advised the parents to create a sense of awareness among their wards at home of SWINE FLU a disease becoming pandemic day by day and efforts to be made to take preventive measures well in advance. 

7. He appealed all the parents especially the parents of senior classes to deal with their wards friendly and fairly keeping in mind of the period of adolescence of their wards. Moreover the parents were advised to keep a watch on the activities of their wards both at home and elsewhere when they move out. 
8. The Principal made the parents aware about the on going system of arranging extra classes for Class: X and XII between 7 am to 7.45 am during which the parents were advised to ensure that their wards are attending the classes regularly in order to make the system more result oriented.
9. He appealed all the parents to extend their helping hand whole heartedly in the upkeeping of the school and upbringing of their children at school so as to enable this is                to reach at the point of excellence at all levels.

4. Some of the parents suggested to emphasis on HOTS Question to be practised among the bright students.

5. The parents suggested to arrange extra classes during holidays for all classes apart from X and XII but the Principal expressed his inability because of some constraints. 

6. Some parents suggested to arrange the PTA Meeting in the presence of Students – Teachers – Parents to find out a platform to solve some individual and typical problems.
